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INTRODUCTION

The global nicotine market is rapidly evolving due to the emergence of vaporized nicotine products (VNPs), such as e-
cigarettes. Regulators are considering a broad range of policies to minimize youth uptake of VNPs, particularly with
regards to restrictions on forms of promotion and product attributes that may enhance appeal among youth. The
International Tobacco Control Policy Evaluation Project (ITC) Youth Tobacco and E-cigarette Survey is examining uptake of
VNPs among youth in three countries with very different policy environments: the United States (US), Canada, and
England. Overall, the project seeks to increase the understanding of the factors that predict VNP uptake among youth and
to examine policy measures that may prevent uptake among non-smokers.

The overall study consists of prospective cohorts and repeated cross-sections, to examine changes in VNP initiation over
time in the US, England, and Canada. The baseline wave (Wave 1) was recruited in 2017, with three additional follow-up
waves at 12, 24, and 36 months (i.e., 2018, 2019, and 2020). In addition, a semi-annual wave was added in 2020, between
Waves 3 and 4 (Wave 3.5), with an additional semi-annual wave planned after Wave 4 (Wave 4.5). Sample sizes may vary
across waves due to supplemental funding to oversample individual US states, or to sample specific demographic groups
for comparison (e.g., young adults).

This technical report describes the methods for Wave 4 data collection from youth in the three countries.

STUDY PROTOCOL

OVERVIEW

Data were collected via a self-completed online survey conducted from August 7 to 31, 2020. Participants were youth
aged 16-19 and young adults aged 20-29 in three countries who were members of consumer panels.

SAMPLE AND RECRUITMENT

The sample was recruited from the Nielsen Consumer Insights Global Panel, which maintains panels in the US, Canada,
and England, as well as their partners’ panels. The Nielsen panel is recruited using both probability and non-probability
sampling methods in each country. Nielsen selected random samples from the online panel(s) in each country.
Recruitment targets at each wave included 4,500 respondents aged 16-19 in each of Canada, England, and the United
States. In Wave 4, additional respondents from select US states were also targeted, in order to evaluate state-level
policies: 1000 in New York, 250 in Massachusetts and as many as feasible in Vermont. In Wave 4, a sample of 1000 young
adults aged 20-29 in each of the three countries was also surveyed.

Eligible respondents included youth aged 16 through 19 and young adults aged 20 through 29. Respondents were
recruited either directly or through their parents (youth only). Email invitations (with a unique link) were sent to a random
sample of panelists (after targeting for age criteria); panelists known to be ineligible were not invited. Panelists known to
be parents were also contacted; those who confirmed they had one or more children aged 16-19 living in their household
were asked for permission for their child to complete the survey (if more than one child, specifically the one whose
birthday was coming up next). After eligibility screening, all potential respondents were provided with information about
the study and were asked to provide consent before participating. In Waves 1 and 2, a restriction on small screen size was
applied to ensure that images presented in the survey could be viewed with a minimum amount of scrolling.



In Waves 1 through 3.5, all respondents from previous waves who were still panel members were invited to participate.
To replace those lost to follow-up, new respondents were recruited as outlined above, up to the target recruitment
numbers (4,500 respondents in each of Canada, England, and the United States). In Wave 4, the longitudinal follow-up
with respondents from previous waves was dropped due to low response rates; all Wave 4 respondents were recruited at
Wave 4.

PARTICIPANT REMUNERATION

Respondents received remuneration in accordance with their panel’s usual incentive structure, which could include
points-based or monetary rewards (redeemed for catalog items, as cash or donated) and/or chances to win monthly
prizes.

ETHICS CLEARANCE

This study was reviewed and received ethics clearance through a University of Waterloo Research Ethics Committee
(ORE#21847) and the King’s College London Psychiatry, Nursing & Midwifery Research Ethics Subcommittee (PNM RESC).

SURVEY CONTENT

Participants completed a 20-minute survey, available in English in all countries, as well as French in Canada. The survey
consisted of sociodemographic measures, questions on e-cigarette and tobacco use, with additional questions on other
health behaviours, including marijuana use (see Appendix A for full questionnaire). In addition, after completing the main
survey, eligible participants were invited to participate in an optional study involving collection of biosamples (please refer
to biomarker study documentation for details).

SURVEY CHANGES FROM WAVE 3.5

In Wave 4, new items were added that asked respondents completing the survey on mobile devices to upload images of
their cigarettes, e-cigarette devices and e-liquids/cartridges, and heated tobacco devices and tobacco sticks. Four new
items were added regarding the effects of the coronavirus outbreak on access to and use of cigarettes and e-cigarettes. A
short set of items about experiencing respiratory symptoms (e.g., asthma, wheezing) was also added. New items were
also added which asked perceptions of whether e-cigarettes/vapes looked cool and modern, and current employment
status (since older respondents were included in this wave).

Some existing topics/items were also expanded in Wave 4: asking if smokers perceived their usual cigarettes/tobacco as
flavoured to taste like menthol or mint, questions about attempting to buy cigarettes and e-cigarettes, questions about
side effects of smoking comparable to the existing measure for e-cigarettes and additional questions about serious
adverse reactions from vaping products. The existing questions on heated tobacco products were expanded and adapted
to be asked like those for cigarettes and e-cigarettes (including awareness, use, brand, reasons for use, susceptibility,
perceptions of harm, and noticing advertising). The brand lists for cigarettes and e-cigarettes were updated, as were
brand-specific follow-up items for e-cigarette products (used and purchased), to reflect new product availability.

A small experiment was inserted to test adding a clarification to the introductory explanation of e-cigarettes: a random
sample of 500 respondents in each country was shown the additional wording, “DO NOT include vaping
marijuana/cannabis or THC in this section — we will ask about that later.”



The two single-item plain e-cigarette product experiments that were added at Wave 3 (where respondents were
randomly assigned to view either branded or plain e-cigarette products and asked to choose a product to try), were
dropped for this wave.

DATA INTEGRITY CHECK

As a data integrity check, part of the way through the survey, respondents were asked to select the current month from a
list. The month selected by the respondent was compared to the month when the survey was submitted. Respondents
with month discrepancies were excluded from the analytic sample, unless the selected month was within two days of the
date the survey was submitted (e.g., selected September but submitted on August 30" or 31st).

QUESTIONNAIRE DEVELOPMENT

Measures were adapted from existing national benchmark surveys (e.g., Canadian Tobacco Alcohol and Drugs Survey
(CTADS),* Canadian Student Tobacco Alcohol and Drugs Survey (CSTADS),? Population Assessment of Tobacco and Health
(PATH) Study?®), as well as previous versions of the ITC surveys.* The same survey measures were used in all countries,
with the exception of race/ethnicity, geographic region (i.e., province, state, or region), and education questions, which
were based on census questions in each country (see Appendix A).

SAMPLE INFORMATION

PARTICIPATION

A total of 18,351 surveys were completed: 15,347 youth aged 16-19 (n=4501 in Canada, n=4500 in England, n=6346 in the
US), and 3,004 young adults aged 20-29 (n=1002 in Canada, n=1001 in England, n=1001 in the US). Respondents who
were flagged by the survey panel as data quality issues [n=18: n=17 youth (2 in Canada, 6 in England, 9 in the US); n=1
young adult (Canada)] or provided an incorrect response to the data quality check question [n=624: n=513 youth (148 in
Canada, 129 in England, 236 in the US); n=111 young adults (35 in Canada, 32 in England, 43 in the US)] were removed, as
were participants who provided incomplete or invalid data on variables used for weighting® [n=303: n=267 youth (82 in
Canada, 75 in England, 110 in the US); n=36 young adults (11 in Canada, 12 in England, 13 in the US)]. A total of 17,406
respondents were retained for analysis (n=5223 in Canada; n=5247 in England; n=6936 in the US): 14,550 youth (n=4269
in Canada; n=4290 in England; n=5991 in the US) and 2856 young adults (n=954 in Canada; n=957 in England; n=945 in
the US).

aAge, country, geographic region, and ever smoking variables were mandatory responses in Wave 4. Weighting also required sex at birth (n=109 not
specified and unable to be imputed from gender: 104 youth, 5 young adults), last smoked (n=26 ‘Don’t know’ responses: 21 youth, 5 young adults),
ever vaping [n=78 ‘Don’t know’ (62 youth and 16 young adults) and n=26 ‘Refused’ (26 youth) responses], and last vaped [n=89 ‘Don’t know’ (80
youth and 9 young adults) and n=18 ‘Refused’ (15 youth and 3 young adults) responses]; respondents were excluded for missing one or more of
these variables.

YOUTH AGED 16-19

A total of 537,769 invitations were sent to panelists (307,727 directly to youth, 230,042 to parents): n=116,162 in Canada
(32,152 youth and 84,010 parents), n=168,855 in England (133,556 youth and 35,299 parents), and n=252,752 in the US
(142,019 youth and 110,733 parents). Of these, 14,550 (2.7% of those invited) completed the survey and were retained
for analysis: n=4269 in Canada, n=4290 in England, and n=5991 in the US (including samples of n=938 in NY, 199 in MA,
and 22 in VT).

YOUNG ADULTS AGED 20-29

A total of 36,317 invitations were sent to panelists: n=25,033 in Canada, n=3,955 in England, and n=7,329 in the US. Of
these, 2856 (7.9% of those invited) completed the survey and were retained for analysis: n=954 in Canada, n=957 in
England, and n=945 in the US.

TOTAL SAMPLE

A total of 574,086 invitations were sent to panelists (307,727 directly to youth, 36,317 to young adults, 230,042 to
parents): n=141,195 in Canada (32,152 youth, 25,033 young adults, and 84,010 parents), n=172,810 in England (133,556
youth, 3955 young adults, and 35,299 parents), and n=260,081 in the US (142,019 youth, 7,329 young adults, and
110,733 parents). Of these, 90,909 potential respondents (15.8% of those invited) accessed the survey link, although 203
were flagged as duplicates by the survey panel (and terminated): 37,536 were terminated in the sample management
system prior to entering the survey system, and 53,373 entered the survey system. A total of 18,351 surveys were
completed (34.4% of those who accessed the survey link), and 5335 were partially completed (dropouts or flagged by the
survey panel as data quality issues and terminated before completing the survey). A total of 20,072 were screened
ineligible and terminated, 1369 may have been eligible but their country/state quota was full, and a further 4262 did not
provide enough information to determine eligibility (due to closing the survey, parent non-consent, or being terminated
before completing the eligibility questions). Regarding consent, 1787 parents and 3116 respondents refused participation
(n=4903 total refusals) and a further 665respondents and 497 parents reached the study information but did not consent.
Of the 18,351 completed surveys, n=17,406 (94.9%) were retained for analysis.

PARTICIPATION RATE

For commercial panels that include non-probability based samples, the American Association for Public Opinion Research
(AAPOR) recommends reporting the ‘participation rate’, also referred to as a ‘completion rate’. The participation rate is
defined as “the number of respondents who have provided a usable response divided by the total number of initial
personal invitations requesting participation”.® Participation rates are largely a product of sample management and the
amount of sample that is ‘released’ prior to reaching target quotas. Of the 574,086 invitations sent to panelists, 17,406
respondents completed the survey and were retained in the sample, for a total participation rate of 3.0%.

CO-OPERATION RATE

The cooperation rate represents “the proportion of all cases interviewed of all eligible units ever contacted”.> Across all
countries, the respondent-level cooperation rate was 66.8%, which was calculated based on AAPOR Cooperation Rate #1,
as the percentage of respondents who completed the survey (n=18,351) of those eligible who accessed the survey link
(n=27,467).

SAMPLE CHARACTERISTICS

Tables 2A and 2B present the characteristics of the unweighted youth and young adult samples, respectively, in each
country and overall.

SURVEY WEIGHTS

YOUTH AGED 16-19

In Wave 4, post-stratification sample weights were constructed based on population estimates for sociodemographic
variables; Wave 1 estimates for student status and academic grades; and, calibration to the trend over time for smoking in
the last 30 days indicated by the National Youth Tobacco Survey (NYTS) in the US and the Canadian Student Tobacco,
Alcohol and Drugs Survey (CSTADS) in Canada.

Respondents were classified into sex-by-age-by-region groups in Canada and England, and sex-by-age-by-region-by-race
groups in the US, where sex was male or female, age was 16-17 or 18-19, race/ethnicity was white/Caucasian only or
other (in the US only), and geographic region was specific to each country—US: Massachusetts*, New York*, remainder of
the Northeast*, East-North-Central, West-North-Central, South-Atlantic, East-South-Central, West-South-Central,
Mountain, Pacific; Canada: Atlantic, Quebec, Ontario, Prairies, British Columbia; England: North East, North West,
Yorkshire and the Humber, East Midlands, West Midlands, East of England, London, South East, South West.
Calibration/target figures for the demographic variables were obtained from the US Census Bureau, Population Division,
State Characteristics Population Estimates® in the US (for mid-2019), Statistics Canada’s Annual Population Estimates on
July 1st by age and sex’ in Canada (for mid-2020), and from the Office for National Statistics Estimates of the population
for the UK, England and Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland® in England (for mid-2019), for the cross-classifications of
region, sex, age group (16-17 and 18-19), and race/ethnicity (in the US only).

Respondents were also classified by student status (student vs. not), school grades (<70%, don’t know, and refused; 70-
79%; 80-89%; 90-100%), and past 30-day smoking status. In the US and Canada, nationally representative estimates from
the NYTS and CSTADS (the national monitoring surveys in each country), were used to calibrate to the trend over time for
past 30-day smoking; the data from England were not calibrated to an external trend as there was no benchmark survey
available for England in the relevant age range (16- to 19-year-olds). Briefly, the percent change in the past 30-day
smoking rate observed in the national monitoring surveys was applied to our Wave 1 estimates, providing Wave 2, Wave
3, Wave 3.5 and Wave 4 target rates for weighting; Wave 1 was not adjusted in any way. For Canada, the most recent
CSTADS data are from 2016/17 and 2018/19. The yearly rate of decline from the most recent CSTADS data was applied to
the youth data to estimate the target smoking rate for weighting. In the US, the most recent NYTS data, which are
collected yearly, are from 2020. Generally, when there was not yet a corresponding year of NYTS data, a yearly rate of
decline based on the last 2 years of NYTS was used (which is the same as an average of the 2 yearly declines). When the
corresponding year of NYTS data were available, the rates of change were used directly, which at times required re-
weighting after the NYTS was released. For Wave 4, our initial estimate of smoking was based on applying the same yearly
rate of decline that was found between NYTS 2017 to 2019. Wave 4 was updated to be based on the yearly rate of change
from NYTS 2019 to NYTS 2020 once the 2020 was released. The sample distribution for student status and school grades

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was scaled to Wave 1 (because later waves of the sample included more non-students and more respondents with lower
academic grades), thus maintaining greater consistency in the sample across waves. Note: a version of the weights was
also created that did not calibrate to the past 30-day smoking trend in the US and Canada; this is used only for
comparative analyses.

Separately for each country, a raking algorithm was applied to compute weights calibrated to the groupings (sex-by-age-
by-region in Canada and England, and sex-by-age-by-region-by-race in the US; student status; school grades; and past 30-
day smoking status in Canada and the US). In the US, the race was collapsed for certain categories due to small cell sizes
or issues with convergence of the raking algorithm in the following groups (males 18-19, in Pacific and West South
Central, and males, 16-17 in Massachusetts, and West North Central) The SAS macro “RAKE_AND_TRIM_G4 _V5”° was
used, with trimming to 5 (rescaled) if necessary. Finally, the weights were rescaled to the sample size within each country.

*Note: This was different from Waves 1-3, in order to deal with oversampling in Massachusetts and New York (which was
also done in Wave 3.5).

YOUNG ADULTS AGED 20-29

NOTE: The weighting procedure for young adults in Wave 4 was updated from the preliminary version in March 2023, and
updated again in 2025 to include current smoking rates (past 30-day smoking in Canada and England; smoked in the past
30 days and smoked 100 or more cigarettes lifetime in the US).

In Wave 4, post-stratification sample weights were constructed based on population estimates for sociodemographic
variables; and calibration to the smoking rate indicated by the National Health Interview Survey (NHIS) in the US, the
Canadian Community Health Survey (CCHS) in Canada, and the Annual Population Survey (APS) in England. Respondents
were classified into sex-by-age-by-region groups in all three countries, and race-by-region groups in the US, where sex
was male or female, age was 20-24 or 25-29, race/ethnicity was white/Caucasian only or other (in the US only), and
geographic region was specific to each country (as described above for youth with the exception that for the US, the
Northeast was split into New England and Middle Atlantic). Calibration/target figures for the demographic variables were
obtained from the US Census Bureau, Population Division, State Characteristics Population Estimates in the US (for mid-
2019),° Statistics Canada’s Annual Population Estimates on July 1st by age and sex in Canada (for mid-2020),” and from
the Office for National Statistics Estimates of the population for the UK, England and Wales, Scotland and Northern
Ireland in England (for mid-2019),2 for the cross-classifications of region, sex, age group (20-24 and 25-29), and
race/ethnicity (in the US only).

Nationally representative estimates from the NHIS, CCHS, and APS (the national monitoring surveys in the US, Canada,
and England, respectively) were used to calibrate to the exact percentages for current smoking in Wave 4 (2020), which
was the first wave of data collection for young adults. In Canada and England, the past 30-day smoking rate was weighted
to the current smoking rate from the national monitoring surveys; the smoking rates used were the percentage of 18- to
34-year-olds who smoked daily or occasionally according to the 2020 CCHS in Canada, and the percentage of 18- to 34-
year-olds who smoked nowadays according to the 2020 APS™! in England (calculated from the 18- to 24-year-old rate and

North and Yorkshire (North East, North West, and Yorkshire), Midlands (East and West Midlands), South (East, South East,
and South West), and London), and the US (for each male age group collapsing New England with Mid-Atlantic (into the
North East region), East North Central with West North Central (into the Midwest region), East South Central with West

Central with West North Central (into the Midwest region), and East South Central with West South Central).
